1. The Chair called second day of the meeting to order at 8:45 am and confirmed a quorum was present and the meeting was posted in accordance with NRS 241.  (1,2)
2. The Chair took item 8e7a, Nevada State Museum, Las Vegas. Review and possible action to approve MOU with LVVWD for rental of the special events room. (For Possible Action) Details of a Memorandum of Understanding were presented by LVVWD representatives with follow up by museum staff voicing concerns of the agreement. Due to those concerns approval of the MOU was tabled until the next meeting in March. (8e7a)
